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Guiding Principles (s. 2):
The safety and well-being of
children are paramount and
decisions must be guided by these
principles
(a) Child is entitled to protection from
abuse/neglect/harm/threat of harm.
(b) The Family is the preferred
environment and responsibility rests
primarily with the parents.
(c) Provide support if it enables family
to provide safe environment.
(d) Child's views taken into account
when decisions are being made.
(e) Kinship and extended family ties
preserved if possible.
(f) Cultural identity of aboriginal
children should be preserved.
(g) Decisions regarding children must
be timely.
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Best Interests of the Child, all
Relevant Factors Must be
Considered (s. 4):

(a) The child's safety

(b) The child's physical and emotional
needs and level of development

(c) The importance of continuity in the
child's care

(d) The quality of relationship the
child has with parent or 3rd party and
the effect of maintaining that relation.
(e) The child's cultural, racial,
linguistic or religious heritage

(f) The child's views

(g) The effect on the child if there is a
delay in making a decision
